What About Other Training Courses?

Adult leaders can still take many training courses available aon demand from the BSA at hittps://my. scouting org. Scouts
BSA and Venturing youth can take Den Chief training online at www. scouting orgitraining/vouth/den-chiel-training. We
normally run in-person versions of many of these courses, but some are hard to deliver well in a custom webinar. For
example, our in-person Den Chief course focuses on hands-on group activities (crafts, wide games, role plays), and it's
hard to do this well online. For this reason and others, we encourage you to take the standard BSA training for now.

A few other training courses like BALOO, 1CLS, and Wilderness/Remote First Aid require a lot of physical hands-on skill
practice. It's just not possible to meet the leaming objectives effectively in a virtual setting Regrettably, this means we
can't offer these training courses nght now. \We look forward to offering live courses again when it's safe to do sol
